The track is powered by two car batteries wired in series. The controllers were a type I'm not 
familiar with but appear to be more along the lines of an off-on trigger as compared to a variable 
resistance type controller. Reaction times, elapsed times, and MPH are calculated by a stand 
alone unit made by DragTrax. Amazingly, this is a portable setup. This description is based 
purely on my observations as my memory recalls.

Thoughout eliminations and sometimes during first and second round runs there is the soft 
chatter from the pits as racers discuss among themselves possible tweaking methods to squeeze 
another couple  thousandths of a second out of their cars. But there was a noticible change 
in the room whenever Al or Hank as Race Masters would annouce semi-final and final races in 
each class. An eriee silences falls across the room. Staging lights are set. The tree starts and then 
the green. A brief moment of silence and then as if cued an eruption of excitement rings out.  
 
Do I sound like someone who has never been to a HO drag event? Until Fall Frenzy my only 
experience with HO drag racing was by proxy. Beleive me, I enjoy proxy racing and will 
continue to do so. But, If you have not been to a HO drag event, I encourage you to seek them 
out and get youself to one.
