The first pair of racers of round 1 puts the #8 qualifier, Moby's Cougar (#15) against The next pair lines up the #5 qualifier, Woods mustang (#30) against the #12 qualifier, nosubfor3's
Eddiebee's #9 qualifying Vega (#6). USA-1 Camaro (#25). Here's your classic Ford Chevy battle.

Moby takes the win with a 1.233 and a .512 rt over Eddiebee's 1.266 and .530 rt. Wood takes the win with a 1.163 and a .514rt vs Nosub's 1.315 and a red light .484rt.
